Tragedy strikes when their parents 
are shot down by paramilitary gunmen before 
their eyes. Traumatized and orphaned, they are 
placed in the care of their young, politically-
active aunt who soon disappears without a 
trace. (102 minutes)

LOST EMBRACE  
May 13     Argentina (Jewish) (2004)  
A twenty-something Jewish-Argentinean  
student left the University of Architecture. He 
wanders downtown where his mother has a 
lingerie shop and his brother runs an import 
business. He tries to get a Polish passport and 
move to Europe. He has never understood 
why his father left him to fight in the Yom 
Kippur War. (99 minutes)

THE LUNCHBOX
May 20     India (2013)  
The film revolves around a mistaken delivery 
by the Dabbawalas (lunchbox service) of 
Mumbai, leading to a relationship between a 
lonely widower and an unhappy housewife, as 
they start exchanging notes through the daily 
lunchbox.
